Thank you to those parents who bring your
children into school as you are very patient waiting in the rain
now that our gazebo has not weathered the winds and the rain
and has finally broken.

We were very proud of a group of our youngsters last week —
the Brooksters — who auditioned along with schools across the
country to perform at the Albert Hall. They were amazing and
performed like true professionals. We are hoping to put the
video of their performance on the website soon.
